Any qualified citizen can be licensed, providing they complete the application designed by New Jersey State Police and meet the legal requirements contained in NJAC 15:55-1.1 relating to personal background and moral character. The applicant for a license must have 5 years’ experience as either a police officer or in conducting investigations. No active law enforcement officer may be licensed. Completion of this course does not guarantee a license. Licensing is at the discretion of the New Jersey State Police, but this course may be a positive factor in the license application process. 
The five-day course will be held at the Ocean County College, College Drive, Toms River, NJ.  Classes will be held from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm each day. The dress code for this class is business casual.  Completion of the course requires attendance at all classes.  Tuition for this program is $489, which includes all materials.
